Overview Narrative:

Over the course of the academic year, the committee met monthly to consider a total of 68
curricular proposals brought before the committee, including 41 establishments of degrees,
certificates, concentrations, minors, and academic unit; 13 disestablishments of degrees,
concentrations, and certificates; 12 name changes; and 2 miscellaneous changes.

The committee also devoted additional time to reviewing the purpose, functions, and processes
of CAPC. As a result, the committee decided to update the bylaws, clarify our roles and goals,
create a flowchart of the CAPC process, as well as University wide processes, and create a brief
training program for future CAPC members. These and other changes will be addressed in the
upcoming academic year (21/22).

Finally, in April 2021, Koali, an organizational software program designed to facilitate
course/program proposals was introduced and will be used by ASU this coming year, allowing
improved communication and CAPC processing.
